RECLAMATION DISTRICT 799 RELEASE AND INDEMNIFICATION FOR WORK UNDER A DISTRICT PERMIT 

WHEREAS, the undersigned has made application to the Trustees of Reclamation District 799 (RD799), a political subdivision of the State of California, for approval of plans to construct and/or perform work within the boundaries of RD799; and 

WHEREAS, the Trustees of RD 799 are of the opinion that said construction and other existing or future permitted or un-permitted structures and improvements, could at some future date interfere with or be a handicap in the operation, repair and/or maintenance of RD799’s levees, banks, slopes, waterways and/or drainage facilities; and 

WHEREAS, the undersigned recognizes that the condition of the levees and drainage systems with the boundaries of RD799 are routinely subject to change and require ongoing maintenance and restoration;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the Trustees of RD799 giving consent in writing to the undersigned applicant for approval of plans and the issuance of a permit, it is agreed as follows:

1.
The undersigned parties hereby agree that all times during and after the construction of the proposed work, the undersigned shall, upon demand, either written or verbal, by the Trustees of RD799, remove any and all work constructed pursuant to the permit or any other existing or future permitted or un-permitted structures and improvements, as necessary to permit the Trustees and/or their agents, employees or contractors to gain access to the RD799 levees and drainage systems for purpose of repair and maintenance of the levees and drainage systems.  

2. In the event that in the sole discretion of the Trustees of RD 799, an emergency exists or may arise, or in the event that after demand is made, the undersigned parties fail to remove any said existing or future permitted or un-permitted structures and improvements, then and in that event the undersigned parties hereby grant to said Trustees, their agents, employees or contractors, the right or permission to remove all of said structures, improvements, or any part thereof necessary or convenient to the repair or maintenance of the levees and drainage systems. 

3. Further, the undersigned parties, in consideration of the permit herein granted by the Trustees of RD 799 for the approval of the plans above referred to, do hereby hold the said Trustees, their agents, employees or contractors, harmless from any and all liability by reason of said existing or future permitted or un-permitted structures and improvements having been removed as aforesaid, and it is specifically agreed that the undersigned shall within thirty (30) days from the date of written demand having been made, pay to RD 799 all costs and expenses associated with the removal of said structures by said Trustees, their agents, employees, and/or contractors.  

4. The undersigned parties agree to assume all risk of damage or loss to said structures or improvements or adjacent structures, and to hold RD 799 harmless with regard to any such damage. 

5. The undersigned hereby waives any and all claims for death of, or injury to, any person or persons, and losses actions, suits, judgments, or liabilities, including reasonable attorney fees, of whatsoever nature, made or incurred or claimed by any person occupying or using the facilities of the undersigned, arising from the overtopping and/or failure of RD 799 levees and or from flooding caused by RD 799 drainage systems. 
6. The undersigned agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless, RD 799 its agents, trustees, employees, and contractors from and against any claims, expenses, costs, damages, losses, actions, suits, judgments, or liabilities, including reasonable attorney fees, of whatsoever nature, made or incurred or claimed by any person occupying or using the facilities of the undersigned, arising from the overtopping and/ or failure of RD799 levees and/or from flooding caused by RD 799 drainage systems. (By Law the State (DWR) is unable to defend.  The word defend will be omitted for the State of California Department of Water Resources (Only).
7. The undersigned agree(s) that in the event any litigation (including arbitration or mediation) is brought by any of the undersigned against RD 799 involving a permit issued or the removal of any existing or future permitted or un-permitted structure or improvement by RD 799, the prevailing party shall be entitled to costs incurred in such litigation, including attorney’s fees.  The State of California Department of Water Resources will need to pay reasonable attorney’s fees. 

8. The undersigned agrees and acknowledges that houses, decks, retaining walls and other structures and improvements are subject to differential movement both in the horizontal and vertical direction that may be caused by natural occurrences as well as maintenance, repair or reconstruction activities by RD 799, their agents, employees and/ or contractors.
