When acting as a board member on the board of a public agency, such as RD799, the elected officer must act in the best interest of the district and not act out of self-interest.  Levee encroachment standards are put in place to protect the landowners and prevent adverse conditions such as a flood or detrimental levee events from occurring.  The district’s purpose for adopting regulations is to take public safety into consideration first, above personal interests.  

If the board wishes to change a policy, it must be done with logical reasoning and not for personal reasons or for personal benefit.
